STATE & NATIONAL FFA AWARD PROGRAMS

All applications, with the exception of national scholarships, must be sent directly to the state executive director.  The due date is set at the beginning of each school year and is approximately 30-60 days prior to state convention.  National Scholarships are due February 15th directly to the National FFA.
Definition of Terms
Placement:  Student is “placed” at a work site; he or she does not own the facility.  May work for wages or experience in either ag production or agribusiness.  
Entrepreneurship:  Student has ownership or partnership in an agricultural production or agribusiness enterprise.

Ag Production:  Producing/growing/generating and marketing an agricultural product

Agribusiness:  A business that sells items or provides services to the agricultural sector of the economy or engages in marketing, transportation, processing and/or distribution of agricultural products.  
State Awards
State Star Greenhand in Placement:  This award is given to one first year FFA member who has earned his or her Greenhand Degree and has an SAE in the placement category.  It is available to first year members only.  The winner receives $100; runner-up $50.  

State Star Greenhand in Entrepreneurship:  This award is given to one first year  FFA member who has earned his or her Greenhand Degree and has an SAE in the entrepreneurship category.  It is available to first year members only.  Winner: $100; runner-up: $50.  

State Star in SAE in Placement:  This award is given to one second year FFA member who has an SAE in the placement category. It is available to second year members only. Winner:  $100; runner-up:  $50. 

State Star in SAE in Entrepreneurship:  This award is given to one second year FFA member who has an SAE in the entrepreneurship category.  It is available to second year members only. Winner:  $100; runner-up:  $50. 

State FFA Degree:  This degree may be earned by any student who meets the following minimum qualifications:  1.  Has received the Chapter FFA Degree; 2.  Will have been an active FFA member for at least two school years as of June 30th of the current year; 

3. Has completed the equivalent of at least two years of  school instruction in ag ed at or above the ninth grade level, and has an SAE;  4.  Has earned and productively invested at least $1,000, or worked at least 300 hours in excess of scheduled class time, or a combination thereof, in an SAE;  5.  Can demonstrate leadership ability by: a. performing 10 procedures of parliamentary law; b. giving a six-minute speech on agriculture or the FFA; c. serving as an officer, committee chairperson, or participating member of a chapter committee;  6.  Has a satisfactory scholastic record;  7.  Has participated in the planning and completion of the chapter Program of Activities; and  8.  Has participated in at least five different FFA activities above the chapter level.    

State Star Farmer (State Star in Ag Production):  This award is given to one State FFA Degree candidate who has an outstanding SAE in production agriculture.    A member can receive this award only in the same year in which he/she receives his/her state FFA degree.  The winner receives $300; $200 at convention and the remaining $100 after competing at the Eastern States Exposition.  Runner-up: $50.  

State Star in Agribusiness:  This award is given to one State FFA Degree candidate who has an outstanding SAE in agribusiness.  At the national level, a Star in Agribusiness must own an agriculturally based enterprise that is not a farm or ranch. At the state level, the Star in Agribusiness may be placement or entrepreneurship. A member can receive this award only in the same year in which he/she receives his/her state FFA degree.  The winner receives $300; $200 at convention and the remaining $100 after competing at the Eastern States Exposition.  Runner-up:  $50.   
State Star in Agricultural Placement:  This award is given to one State FFA Degree candidate who has an outstanding agricultural placement SAE. The State Star in Ag Placement is a student who is placed in a position (paid or unpaid experience) in an agricultural industry.  At the state level, this may include a farm or ranch. A member can receive this award only in the same year in which he/she receives his/her state FFA degree.  The winner receives $300; $200 at convention and the remaining $100 after competing at the Eastern States Exposition.  Runner-up:  $50.  
State Star in Agriscience:  This award is given to one State FFA Degree candidate who has an outstanding SAE in agriscience or natural resources.  A member can receive this award only in the same year in which he/she receives his/her state FFA degree.  The winner receives $300; $200 at convention and the remaining $100 after competing at the Eastern States Exposition.  Runner-up:  $50.   

Note:  No FFA member may receive two star awards in the same year
Kittredge Memorial Award:  Given to an FFA member for achievement in agricultural production entrepreneurship activities.  Winner is selected from among applicants for Star Awards, Proficiency Awards and State FFA Degree.  Winner receives $100.

Outstanding Chapter Officer Award:  One Chapter Officer from a NH FFA Chapter is selected to receive this award for outstanding qualities of leadership and participation in the FFA.  Current state officers are not eligible. Nomination is by chapter advisor. Winner:  $100.  

Martin L. Mitchell Personal Growth Award:  Awarded to the NH FFA member who has shown the most personal growth during his/her years in the FFA.  Nomination is by chapter advisor.  Winner: $100.  

State Officer Application:  This form is for State FFA Degree candidates, or members who have already received the State FFA Degree, who wish to run for state office in the Granite State FFA Association.  

Conner Memorial Outstanding Teacher/FFA Advisor Award:  Presented to one NH teacher for his/her excellence in teaching and advising the FFA.  Nomination is by students.  Winner receives an engraved memento.  
Scholarships (see individual applications for complete details):

NH Eastern States Exposition Trustees Scholarships:  Two $1,000 scholarships are awarded each year to two current  NH FFA high school seniors who will be attending a school or college beyond high school in the fall.  Applicants must be planning to major in agriculture, home economics, or related fields.   

NH FFA Foundation Scholarship:  One $500 scholarship is given in the name of Milo Cotton by the NH FFA Foundation each year.  Applicants must be current FFA members who are pursuing or intending to pursue their education beyond high school with a major in the area of agriculture or forestry.  
Colprit Award:  One scholarship is awarded by the NH Federation of Garden Clubs, Inc. to a senior for outstanding work in a horticulture class.  This scholarship is given in memory of Helen A. and Ernest S. Colprit.    

NH FFA Alumni Award:  One or more $500 awards are given to a current or recent NH FFA member who has been out of high school at least 9 months and no more than 4 years and is pursuing an education or career in an agricultural field. 
National FFA Scholarships:  See application for details.  Due:  February 15th directly to the National FFA Center
National Awards (use forms provided by the National FFA) 

The following national award applications should be sent to the State FFA Advisor or Executive Director.
Agriscience Student Recognition Program:  This program recognizes and awards scholarships to FFA members who develop an outstanding agriscience program.  The state winner receives a $500 scholarship and competes nationally.  
Agriscience Teacher of the Year:  This program recognizes agriculture instructors who emphasize agricultural science and technology in their curriculum.  The state winner will also compete nationally. 

Proficiency Awards:  $250 is awarded to one student in each of approximately 50 categories at the state level.  Winners are chosen for their excellence in an SAE, and go on to compete nationally. 
Agri-Entrepreneurship Recognition Program:  $100 is awarded to a state winner who has planned and/or started an outstanding business venture in agriculture.  All applications will be sent to the national level where they are eligible to receive national recognition. 

H.O. Sargent Award:  Members and non-members may be recognized for promoting diversity in agricultural education and the FFA.  The winning FFA member from each state receives $100 and goes on to compete nationally. 
National Chapter Award:  This program is designed to reward those FFA chapters that actively implement the Mission and Strategies of the FFA.  All qualified chapters will receive recognition at the state level as superior chapters; chapters that qualify may receive the national chapter award at the national level. 

American FFA Degree:  All FFA members who meet the minimum qualifications as outlined in the official FFA manual may receive this degree.  Those interested may also complete the "star battery" and vie for one of the four American Star Awards.  Due:  May 15th.
