NH  FFA CAREER DEVELOPMENT EVENT 

GENERAL RULES

Please see state and/or national rules pertaining to each CDE

1.  A student may not compete in a national CDE at the state level if:


a. He or she has already won that CDE at the state level


b. He or she has competed in that CDE at the national level

2.  A student winning Creed Speaking, Division I at the state level shall not be permitted to compete in Creed Speaking, Division II in subsequent years.
3.  Each CDE participant must be a bona fide dues paying FFA member in good standing with the local chapter, State Association and the National Organization at the time of the CDE in which he/she participates.
4.  The participant, at the time of his/her selection as a team member, must be:

a. a high school FFA member, unless competing in Creed Speaking, Division I, which is open to members in grades 7, 8 & 9.  High school refers to grades 9-12.  

b. enrolled in at least one agricultural education course during the school year 
and/or follow a planned course of study during the year he/she qualifies to 
compete. Either course must include a SAE.

5.  All NH CDE’s are open to FFA members in grades 7 & 8 who are enrolled in a bona 

fide agricultural education program.  Such members shall be judged in a separate junior division.

6.  The team score shall be comprised of the three highest ranking individuals, unless otherwise stated in the national CDE rules, except in Parliamentary Procedure where the team is scored and the individuals are averaged.  All team members are eligible for individual awards.  Four members per  team are allowed in the following CDE’s:  Ag Sales, Dairy Cattle, Dairy Foods, Farm Business Management; Forestry; Horse; Livestock; Meats; Floriculture; Ag Mechanics; Nursery/Landscape and Poultry (see individual CDE rules in the National CDE Handbook for clarification regarding scoring in these events).

7.   Disqualification:


a.  Any communication, verbal or nonverbal, between participants during a CDE 
will be sufficient cause to eliminate the team member involved from the event.


b.  Any assistance given to a student from any source other than the event officials 
or assistants will be sufficient cause to eliminate the student from the event. 


c.  Event superintendents may stop any participant if they deem his/her manner to 
be hazardous either to him/herself or others.  Such stoppage shall deem the 
individual disqualified for that section of the event.

8.  Official FFA dress is highly recommended for all participants where appropriate.

9.  Participants are expected to observe the National FFA Code of Ethics and the Proper Use of the FFA Jacket during the events.

10.  Accessibility for All Students:  The event superintendent will be responsible for scheduling assistance from a different chapter for aid to participants with impairments or for those members with limited English speaking proficiency.
